Nominating Fee

All horses showing in the Grand Prix, Open, Level 5 & 6,Young Jumper Championship 6 & 7 year old, and Junior/Amateur Owner Jumper
Sections must be nominated and pay the nominating fee of $150 by the closing date of entries for each show. Horses showing in jumper
sections not requiring a nominating fee will pay the per class fee and should enter their classes when submitting their entry blank or be
subject to the post entry penalty. Once a horse is nominated, the nominating fee is NOT refundable. (See Rules and Regulations for
additional jumper nomination information.)

Late Nominating Fee
Horses nominated after the closing date of entries for each show must pay a nominating fee of $175.

Declarations

Declarations must be made on the appropriate form in the show office the day before the class is to be held and by 4:00 pm or one hour
after the last jumper class, whichever is later. Untimely declarations will be subject to the post entry penalty and require the horse to work
first in the order. Order of go will be drawn.

Horse Recording

Horses must be recorded with the USEF in order to be eligible to compete in Jumper classes offering prize money at competitions which
offer $2,500 or more in the Jumper division. Beginning December 1, 2002, every horse competing in USEF recognized competitions must
have a horse ID number.

Courses

Courses may consist of any combination of the following: brush, gates, oxers, post and rails, water, liverpool, ditch, wall, banks, panels, or
COoops.

Ties
All ties involving first place shall be jumped off. Ties not involving first place will be decided upon time unless otherwise stated.

RULES AND REGULATIONS

CONDITIONS OF COMPETITION

Every class offered herein which is covered by the rules and
specifications of the current USEF Rule Book will be conducted
and judged in accordance therewith.

USEF MEMBERSHIP STATEMENT

Life, senior active and junior active members shall be eligible
to participate in all classes at Regular Competitions, Eventing
Competitions at the Preliminary Level or above and
Combined Driving Competitions at the Advanced Level,
Dressage, Reining and Vaulting Competitions and Endurance
Rides provided the respective breed/discipline dues or
breed/discipline category fee has been paid. A nonmember
may participate as a handler, rider, driver, owner, lessee,
agent, coach or trainer at Regular Competitions, Eventing
Competitions, Dressage Competitions, Reining Competitions
and Combined Driving Competitions upon payment of a $20
nonmember registration fee and a $5 breed/discipline
category fee for each breed/discipline. Participants in the
following classes are exempted from the Requirements of
this rule: 1) leadline; 2) exhibitions; 3) games and races; 4)
classes for 4-H members; 5) walk trot and academy classes
(academy classes are classes limited to horses used regularly
in a lesson program); 6) USDF introductory level tests, pas de
deux and quadrille classes; 7) NRHA Endorsed Reining
Competitions; 8) Opportunity classes.

decision of the Hearing Committee on any question arising under
the Rules, and agree to release and hold harmless the competition,
the Federation, their officials, directors and employees for any
action taken under the Rules. | represent that | am eligible to enter
and/or participate under the rules,and every horse | am entering is
eligible as entered. | also agree that as a condition of and in
consideration of acceptance of entry, the Federation and/or the
competition may use or assign photographs, videos, audios, cable-
casts, or other likenesses of me and my horse taken during the

course of the competition for the promotion, coverage or benefit
of the competition, sport, or the Federation. Those likenesses shall
not be used to advertise a product and they may not be used in
such a way as to jeopardize amateur status. | hereby expressly and
irrevocably waive and release any rights in connection with such
use, including any claim to compensation, invasion of privacy, right
of publicity, or to misappropriation. The construction and
application of Federation rules are governed by the laws of the
State of New York, and any action instituted against the Federation
must be filed in New York State. See GR908.4.

Vermont Summer Festival, LLC, the owners of the facilities, the
shows, their officials and employees will not be held responsible
for any accident or loss which may occur to an exhibitor, spectator,
guest, rider, groom, attendant or other employee, animal or
equipment of any of the above shows included in this prize list.

The Horse Show Committee reserves the right to itself to interpret
all questions and conditions in regard to arising out of, or incident
to the show without claims for damages or recourse of any kind.
All questions not covered in these Rules and Regulations shall be
decided by the Horse Show Management; its decision to be final.

The Horse Show Management reserves the right to limit entries in
any class, section or division, to refuse, accept conditionally, or to
cancel any entries, disqualify any riders or exhibitors, prohibit
exhibition of entries,and cancel award prizes, without any claim for
damages; to change any course, to add a dotted line, to cancel or
combine any unfilled classes, or to reschedule classes, after due
notice to exhibitors; to change rings or rotate judges; to change
specifications in jumper classes as competition warrants.

GENERAL

1. ENTRY DUE DATES: Entries for weeks 1, 2, & 3 must be
postmarked by June 2, 2009 and received by June 5, 2009.
Entries for weeks 4, 5 & 6 must be postmarked by June 16,
2009 and received by June 19, 2009. NO FAXED ENTRIES
ACCEPTED. LIMITED STABLING — assigned on a first come
first served basis.

2. ENTRIES: No entry will be accepted or recorded unless signed
by the owner/rider(s)/trainer and the required fees in US funds
accompany the entry blank. If entry form is incomplete, a $50
fee will be charged and stalls will not be assigned. Separate
checks must be attached for each week’s fees.

3. POST ENTRIES: Post entry fees are accepted if room allows.
Entries received after the closing date will be assessed a $50 late
fee. Stalls will be on the first come basis and on a 3-1 ratio.



4. SCRATCHING/REFUND: Once entered, no horse may be
scratched without a Veterinarian’s certificate. In the case of illness
or injury before the start of the show, the certificate must be
received by the Horse Show Secretary prior to 8:00 a.m. on the
opening day of the show in order to be eligible for a refund from
entered classes. A $50 scratch fee will be assessed.

5. STALLS: Stalls are approximately 10' x 10, portable, under
tents with doors. Initial bedding will not be provided. Stalls,
whether occupied by horse, feed or tack will be available as
follows:

Weekly stalls: Available Monday Noon and ending 6:00 p.m. on
Sunday of each show week for $225. After closing dates of entries,
stall fees are NOT refundable.

Late stalls: Any stalls ordered after the closing date will be $250.
Weekly Paddocks: 24' x 36' pipe paddocks are available for $300
per week, available on the first come first served basis.

For any exceptions to the above, please call (802) 496-4878.

6. FEED STORE: Hay, grain, and bedding may be purchased on
the grounds. For same day delivery, orders must be received prior
to 12 Noon. For feed orders and deliveries prior to arrival, please
call (802) 496-4878.

7. PRIZE MONEY: All prize money will be paid in the ring and
duplicate checks will not be written. All checks will be void after
60 days. Prize money awarded through 6th place. Owners must
provide a Social Security or Federal ID number. Foreign
competitors must obtain a US Tax ldentification number in
order to receive prize money checks.

8.  BILLS/INVOICES: All accounts must be settled each week by
Sunday p.m. All open checks will be filled in by Sunday 5:00 pm.
All invoices are final seven days after the end of the show being
billed. Note to trainers: Barn check/CC will be charged for any
clients without own form of payment.

9. NON-NEGOTIABLE CHECKS: Checks returned by the bank for
any reason will be assessed a penalty of $50 or 10% of the check
amount, whichever is greater. Upon notification of a returned
check, accounts will be given three (3) days to make full payment,
including the penalty, which must be paid in certified funds,
cashier’s check or money order. Overnight mail service is advised
in order to avoid notification of the sanctioning organizations for
disciplinary action.

10. HEALTH REQUIREMENTS: All horses must be accompanied by
a record of negative test for Equine Infectious Anemia conducted
within the last twelve (12) months. This certificate must show date
of the negative test and the name of the approved laboratory where
the test was conducted. Rabies and Potomac horse fever
vaccinations are recommended.

11. LEASH LAW: Dogs and other pets must be on a leash at all
times while on the show grounds. There will be a $50 fine for any
stray dog that has been impounded by the dog warden. Upon
payment of the fine, the animal will be released in the owner’s

custody. A second impoundment of the same animal will result in
the owner being barred from the show grounds.

12. JUMP ORDER: The jumping order for the first round will be
established manually. The horses’ names are drawn individually,
starting with the first position, then working down.

13. MEASUREMENT CARDS: Owners of all Pony and Junior
Hunters must possess a USEF measurement card. These cards must
be presented to the Horse Show Secretary before the start of the
horse show.

14. AMATEUR CREDENTIALS: All Amateur-Owner and Adult
Amateurs must present their USEF cards to the Horse Show
Secretary before the start of the show.

15. DAMAGE: All owners and exhibitors shall be held responsible
for any damage incurred by them, their agents or employees to
stalls, building, and other properties on the show grounds, and shall
be billed accordingly.

16. TELEPHONE: For telephone communications with Vermont
Summer Festival, please call (802) 496-4878.

17. POLING RULE: Poling or the use of offsets will not be
permitted.

18. ALL MOTORIZED VEHICLES must be operated by licensed
individuals. Minors who do not have a valid driver’s license which
allows them to operate a motorized vehicle in the state in which
they reside will not be permitted to operate a motorized vehicle of
any kind including, but not limited to, golf carts, motorcycles,
scooters, or farm utility vehicles on the competition grounds of
recognized competitions. Minors who have a valid temporary
license may operate the above described motorized vehicles as
long as they are accompanied by an adult with a valid driver’s
license. Violations of this rule will be cause for sanctions against
the parent(s), guardian(s) and/or trainer(s) who are responsible for
the child committing the offense. Penalties may include exclusion
of the child, parent(s), guardian(s), and/or trainer(s) from the
competition grounds for the remainder of the competition and
charges being filed against any of the above individuals in
accordance with Rule 6. Wheelchairs and other mobility assistance
devices for individuals with disabilities are exempt from this rule.

19. NO ELECTRIC GOLF CARTS ALLOWED.

Golf carts are available to rent through Dever, Inc. on the show
grounds. Contact Dever at 859.455.9586 or 1.800.714.2201.

20. PROTECTIVE HEAD GEAR must be worn anytime riders are
mounted on the show grounds. All riders in hunter, hunter seat
equitation and jumper classes where jumping is required and while
jumping on competitions grounds, must wear ASTM/SEI approved
helmets.

21. SHARPS CONTAINERS will be provided by management.

22. DR.ROBERT BARBER, show veterinarian, (352) 895-6961.
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23. ALL RINGS AND SCHOOLING AREAS are all weather stone
dust. Hunter rings are 130" x 275", Grand Prix Field is 300" x 200";
Jumper Ring 2 is 120" x 300'; Hunter schooling areas are 80" x 250';
Jumper schooling area is 200" x 150",

24. NON-HORSE STALLS will be limited to 3-1 ratio.

25. DIRECTIONS: The Vermont Summer Festival show grounds
are on VT Route 7, 1.25 miles north of the intersection of VT Route
7 and VT Route 7A, north of Manchester, VT in East Dorset.

From Albany, NY area — traveling north on 187

Take 187 north to Exit #7 towards Troy, NY. Route 7 to VT 279,
bypassing Bennington, VT until you reach VT Rte 7. Head north
remaining on Rte 7 bypassing Manchester, and on to East Dorset.
